AND WHEREAS under Section 9 of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.0. 2001, c. 25, as
amended, a municipality has the capacity, rights, powers and privileges of a
natural person for the purpose of exercising its authority under this or any other
Act;

AND WHEREAS under Section 11 (1) of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.0. 2001,

WHEREAS the Corporation of the Village of Casselman wishes to enter into a
Leasing Agreement with Le Club d’hockey Les Vikings de Casselman for the
leasing of spaces at the J.R. Brisson Complex situated at 758 Brébeuf Street in
Casselman on the terms and conditions defined in the said agreement;

Ammonium Sulfate addition system that was built a couple of years ago. Draft
was reviewed by MECP and final approval should be received in August.

e OCWA is looking into and trying different options to better deal with the
manganese levels in the Nation River (Ozone, products to replace the
potassium permanganate and any other new technologies). Starting May 1
OCWA received approval from the MECP to trial a new chemical to replace the
potassium permanganate to control the manganese at the WTP and within the
distribution system. The MECP approved extending the trial by an additional
three months to gather more data during the summer months when manganese
levels are higher. If the trial shows good results, OCWA will apply to amend the
Drinking Water Works Permit to use permanently.

For event-driven fluctuations, spring and fall variations in the flow of the South Nation River have a
significant effect on the raw water quality at the plant (colour, turbidity, alkalinity, manganese
content and zebra mussels). The Casselman DWS has historically experienced operational
difficulties and taste and odour problems during the spring and fall when the quality of the South
Nation River deteriorates. During warmer months, elevated levels of dissolved organic carbon can
lead to higher levels of trihalomethanes. These seasonal fluctuations in raw water quality have
made it difficult to treat the raw water during these periods.

To address the operational challenges posed by these fluctuations, Operators monitor and adjust
the operational parameters of the WTP to ensure the process is adjusted to provide high quality
treated water, e.g. coagulant feed system dosage to control turbidity, potassium permanganate
levels to control manganese concentrations, pH levels to control alkalinity and chlorine or
potassium permanganate levels to control zebra mussels.

The DWS comprises one drinking water treatment plant, one
elevated steel storage tank (1575 m3 capacity) and approximately 20 km of PVC watermains,
ranging in size from 150 mm to 250 mm diameter pipe. The source of raw water is the South
Nation River. The Rated Maximum Daily Flow of the system is 3182 m3 per day. Currently, the
DWS services a population of about 3300 individuals. The treatment plant has the capacity to
serve up to 4,500 people and meet the needs of projected growth until 2021.

For event-driven fluctuations, spring and fall variations in the flow of the South Nation River have a
significant effect on the raw water quality at the plant (colour, turbidity, alkalinity, manganese
content and zebra mussels). The Casselman DWS has historically experienced operational
difficulties and taste and odour problems during the spring and fall when the quality of the South
Nation River deteriorates. During warmer months, elevated levels of dissolved organic carbon can
lead to higher levels of trihalomethanes. These seasonal fluctuations in raw water quality have
made it difficult to treat the raw water during these periods.

To address the operational challenges posed by these fluctuations, Operators monitor and adjust
the operational parameters of the WTP to ensure the process is adjusted to provide high quality
treated water, e.g. coagulant feed system dosage to control turbidity, potassium permanganate
levels to control manganese concentrations, pH levels to control alkalinity and chlorine or
potassium permanganate levels to control zebra mussels.

Les unités possédent une structure de bois (toiture, murs extérieurs, poutres, colonnes,
linteaux, solives de plancher et reposent sur des pilastres de béton coulé ou en blocs de
maconnerie).

L’inspection a débutée a I'extérieur. L’'ensemble a été visualisé. L’inspection démontre a
plusieurs endroits que la structure des modules n’est pas en bon état. Sans avoir pu voir la
charpente dans son ensemble a cause du revétement extérieur de tble encore en place, on
remarque clairement a un endroit ou il celle-ci a été retirée que les dommages structuraux
sont majeurs. En effet, sur la facade donnant sur les cours arriére des résidences de la rue
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Dollard, tout prés de la porte, on note des dommages majeurs a la solive de rive, la lisse
basse, les montants du mur, les panneaux de copeaux et I'extrémité des solives de
plancher. On voit des dommages par I'eau. Les piéces de bois énumérées ci-haut sont
toutes dans un état de dégradation majeure. Les photos 4831, 4828 et 4829 montrent ces
dommages.

Par I'extérieur, on peut avoir accés sous les unités préfabriquées puisque la jupe au
périmétre des unités est souvent inexistante puisque décrochée de la structure. A des
endroits, la structure de plancher est exposée. On peut voir que le plancher est composé
de solives de bois a intervalle régulier. Les solives reposent sur des poutres en bois qui
sont appuyées sur des pilastres de béton ou de blocs de magonnerie. Viseullement on note
une importante déflexion dans les solives et dans les poutres. Les solives ont une trop
grande portée pour leur dimension ou espacement en plus d’étre affectées par I'humidité.

Les poutres sont déformées probablement a cause des charges qui leur sont imposées qui
sont trop importantes et a cause des conditions d’humidité. Les poutres et les colonnes
sont sous dimensionnées et l'inspection a démontrée que plusieurs de ces éléments
présentent des dommages par 'lhumidité.

L’inspection s’est par la suite poursuivie a l'intérieur des modules. Sans avoir 'age des
modules, on constate rapidement a l'intérieur que les planchers sont complétement hors
niveau par endroits, que les déflexions constatées par I'extérieur sont bien visibles au
plancher qui pour sa part est troué par endroits et est recouvert de tuiles pouvant contenir
de 'amiante. Le plancher présente des bosses et des encavures importantes démontrant
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la faiblesse de la structure de plancher. A I'endroit du trou, on peut apercevoir que le
platelage est completement pourri. De plus, en marchant sur le pancher ont percoit que la
structure se déplace sous notre poids ce qui indique qu’elle est trés endommagée et
potentiellement dangeureuse pour I'occupation.

Il a été noté lors de linspection que les autorités responsables de I'endroit souhaitent
démolir les deux locaux arriére et conserver les deux locaux avant pour entreposer du
matériel. Au Code de Construction de I'Ontario (Ontario Building Code 2012, latest
revision), au minimum pour une aire d’entreposage on demande une charge d’utilisation de
4.8kPa. Cette charge peut méme étre considérée a 7.2 kPa si on y fait de I'archivage ou si
on entrepose des livres par exemple. Il est certain que la structure existante ne pourrait
résister a de telles charges. De plus, la maniére dont les modules sont reliés a un corridor
commun avec une toiture qui recouvre 'ensemble des 4 modules et le corridor rend la
démolition de deux modules sur quatre trés complexe et colteuse. On devrait modifier la
toiture qui semble étre composée de fermes préfabriquées. Les photos 4837, 4839 et 4840
démontrent les défauts dans les planchers.

La structure semble s’étre déplacée a cause de I'état des matériaux la composant, mais
peut étre également parce que les pilastres sur lesquels elle repose ont été affectés par les
effets du gel et dégel. En effet, si les pilastres ne reposent pas sur des empattements
enfouis sous la profondeur de pénétration du gel, ceux-ci peuvent fort probablement avoir
subi des mouvements ou encore des tassements. Il est évident que la structure a subi des
mouvements. Cette évidence a été constatée en tentant d’ouvrir les portes et fenétres dont
certaines restaient coincees.

Un autre indice de mouvement ou de tassements différentiels de la fondation est la
présence des fissures obliques. En effet, on note aux murs des fissures obliques dans le
revétement mural de gypse. Par endroits ont note également de la dégradation au
revétement de mur probablement causé par la présence d’eau dans les murs.

En conclusion, aprés avoir inspecté les 4 modules, je suis d’avis que la structure des
modules est dans un trés mauvais état. Des réparations majeures seraient requises pour
utiliser ces locaux pour de I'entreposage. Des renforcements aux planchers et aux murs en
plus des toutes les pieces endommagées qui seraient a changer colteraient environ 50 000
dollars. 1l ne faut pas oublier qu'’il y a probablement présence de moisissures et d’amiante
ce qui fait augmenter les colts de maniére astronomique.

Aussi, conserver seulement les 2 locaux avant implique la démolition des locaux arriére et
cette tache demanderait des interventions majeures a la structure du corridor et aux fermes
de toiture.

La démolition des 4 locaux inspectés est recommandée pour la santé et la sécurité des
occupants.

A By-Law to amend By-law No. 2018-049 an area specific by-law regarding
connections to municipal wastewater services and wastewater service
connection charges in the area northwest of the nation river

WHEREAS the failure of a number of private sewage treatment systems in the existing
area of the Village northwest of the Nation River (referred to herein as the “Benefitting
Area” and defined below) gave rise to environmental concerns that could be mitigated by
the removal of private sewage treatment systems and the extension of municipal
wastewater services;

WHEREAS Sections 9, 11 and Part XII, including Section 391, of the Municipal Act,
2001, as amended, authorize a municipality to impose by by-law fees or charges in
respect of services provided by a municipality including charges for capital costs of
such services;

AND WHEREAS Council of the Municipality deems it advisable to amend By-Law No.
2018-049 as hereinafter set forth;

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Municipality of Casselman enacts as follows:

1. That the following provision of section 8.4 of By-law No. 2018-049 is hereby amended
in order to correct a spelling mistake and shall now read as follows:

“any person who contravenes any provisions of the By-law is guilty of an
offence under the Provincial Offences Act., R.S.0” 1990, and c.

1. That the following provision of sections of By-law No. 2019-026 are hereby amended
and reads as follows:

This by-law may be cited as "Smoking or vaping By-law”

2.4 Sporting areas within the meaning of subsection 9 (2) of the Smoke-Free
Ontario Act, 2017, Ontario regulation 268/18; or

2.5 Community recreational facilities within the meaning of subsection 11 (2)
of the Smoke-Free Ontario Act, 2017, Ontario regulation 268/18

(3) No person shall engage in smoking or vaping in public areas within 9
meters of any restaurant or bar patio within the meaning of subsection 7 (2)
of the Smoke-Free Ontario Act, 2017, Ontario regulation 268/18.

(4) Any person shall be deemed a public nuisance while causing a disturbance
during the enforcement of this by-law.

(5) Despite section 2, a designated smoking area shall be provided as per
schedule “C”.

(1)  Signs referred to subsection 3(1) shall be as per schedule "A" of this by-law.

(2) The signs referred to in this by-law shall consist of graphic symbols that
comply with the provisions of this section.

(3) The following graphic symbol shall be used to indicate the areas where
smoking is prohibited pursuant to this by-law.

(4) On a white background with the circle and the interdictory stroke in red.

(5) Despite the fact that the symbol referred to, in subsection (3), are a
cigarette and electronic cigarette, they are representative of all smoking
...or vaping as defined by this by-law.

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(6)  With respect to size of the graphic symbol, the diameter of the circle In the
symbol referred to in subsection (3) shall be no less than the number of
centimetres prescribed below, based upon the maximum viewing distance
in direct line of sight, as follows:

three meters (3 m) or less - ten centimeters (10 cm)

six meters (6 m) or less - fifteen centimeters (15 cm)

twelve meters (12 m) or less - twenty centimeters (20 cm)

twenty-four meters (24 m) or less - thirty centimeters (30 cm)

forty-eight meters (48 m ) or less -forty centimeters (40 cm)

seventy-two meters (72 m) or less - sixty centimeters (60 cm)

Despite subsection (8), the diameter of the circle in the symbol referred to
in subsection (3) used pursuant to section (3) to be erected at the entrance
or exits of every municipal property shall be a minimum of ten centimeters
(10 cm).

(7) Wording on the sign shall be as per the diagram on Schedule “A”.

8 No person shall remove, cover up, mutilate, deface or alter sign required
to be posted pursuant to section 4.

DUTIES

4, (1) No manager or supervisor or person in charge of municipal property shall
permit any person to engage in smoking or vaping where prohibited under
this by-law

(2) Managers, supervisors or persons in charge of the arena shall post signs in
accordance to this by-law at entrances/exits designated by the provisions of
Section (3) of this by-law.

RIGHT OF ENTRY

5. An inspector may at any reasonable time enter any municipal property.
OFFENCES
6. (1)  Any person who contravenes any of the provisions of this by-law is

guilty of an offence recoverable under the Provincial Offences Act. ,
R.S.0. 199, and Chap. 33 as amended.

(2) Any person who hinders or obstructs a person lawfully carrying out the
enforcement of this by-law is guilty of an offense

By-law 2019-XXX
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FINES
7. Every person who is convicted of an offence is liable to a fine of not more than

five thousand dollars ($ 5,000) as provided for in the Provincial Offences Act,
R.S.0. 1990, and Chap. P.33 as amended.

ENFORCEMENT

8. The provisions of this by-law shall be enforced by Inspectors.

CONFLICTS

9. If a provision of this by-law conflicts with an Act or a Regulation or another by-
law, the provision that is the most restrictive of smoking shall prevail.

SEVERABILITY

10. If any section or sections of this by-law or parts thereof are found in any court
of law to be illegal or beyond the power of Council to enact, such section or
sections or parts thereof shall be deemed to be severable and all other sections
or parts of this by-law shall be deemed to be separate and independent
therefrom and to be enacted as such.

SCHEDULES TO BY-LAW

11. Schedules “A”, “B” and “C” to this By-law are deemed to form part of this By-law.

EFFECTIVE DATE

12. This By-law shall come into force and effect on August 27", 2019.

A BY-LAW TO APPOINT AN EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT PROGRAM COMMITTEE
FOR THE MUNICIPALITY OF CASSELMAN.

WHEREAS the Council of the Municipality of Casselman adopted a By-law to establish
an emergency management program for the protection of public safety, health,
environment, the critical infrastructure and property and to promote economic stability and
a disaster-resilient community in 2009;

AND WHEREAS Section 11 of the Ontario Regulation 380/04 of the Emergency
Management and Civil Protection Act states "every municipality shall have an emergency
management program committee”;

AND WHEREAS the Emergency Management Program Committee will cause the
emergency management program to be reviewed annually and to recommend changes
to the program as considered appropriate and refer recommendations to Council for
further review and approval,

AND WHEREAS the Council of the Municipality of Casselman deems it advisable and
expedient to establish an Emergency Management Program Committee.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ENACTED by Council of the Municipality of Casselman that:

1. The Emergency Management Program Committee for the Municipality of
Casselman consists of the following members:

a) Mayor;

b) One Councillor;

¢) Community Emergency Management Coordinator;

d) Chief Administrative Officer;

e) Clerk;

f) A representative from the Physical Services department;

g) A representative from the Recreation and Leisure Services;
h) Fire Chief;

2. The Community Emergency Management Coordinator be appointed as Chair of
the Municipality of Casselman Emergency Management Committee.

3. The Emergency Management Program Committee be an official committee of
Council.
4, The mandate of the Emergency Management Program Committee be adopted by

Council as per the attached Appendix A and forming part of this By-law.

5. This By-law shall come into force and take upon the final passing thereof.

TERMS OF REFERENCE
Emergency Management Program Committee

Name of Committee
Emergency Management Program Committee (EMPC).

Mission

The Municipality of Casselman Emergency Management Program Committee mission is
to guide the development, implementation and maintenance of the Emergency
Management Program as defined by the Emergency Management and Civil Protection
Act and its Regulation.

The Committee is also accountable for the annual review of the Municipality Emergency
Management Program.

Objectives
To create and maintain an emergency management program which conforms to the

Emergency Management and Civil Protection Act (EMCPA). The program includes five
core components: prevention, mitigation, preparedness, response and recovery.

To open appropriate lines of communications between the Municipal Emergency Control
Group (MECG) and all support agencies.

The Committee shall advise Council on the development and implementation of the
municipality’s emergency management program.

The Committee serves as an advocate for the larger population and provides awareness
and public education based on hazards identified and risks assessed under the Hazard
Identification and Risk Assessment (HIRA).

Chair
The Community Emergency Management Coordinator (CEMC) shall be appointed by
Council as the chairperson of the Emergency Management Program Committee.

Composition

The Emergency Management Program Committee (core/voting membership) shall have
adequate representation from the following:

a) Mayor,

b) One Councillor;

¢) Community Emergency Management Coordinator;

d) Chief Administrative Officer;

e) Clerk;

f) A representative from the Physical Services department;

g) A representative from the Recreation and Leisure Services;
h) Fire Chief;

Other Municipality or upper tier staff may be invited to participate as determined by the
membership. External emergency management representatives (OPP, Paramedic
Service, Health Unit, etc) may be invited by the Committee Chair as deemed appropriate.

Quorum

A gquorum shall consist of 51 percent of the voting members or alternate members.

Motions

Decisions made during EMPC meetings are by making a motion, having it seconded and
having it voted on and passed by the committee. Meetings of the Committee shall be
governed by the Municipality of Casselman Procedural By-law, and relevant legislation.

Sub-Committee

The Emergency Management Program Committee (EMPC) may from time to time appoint
a sub-committee from within the EMPC membership for specific purposes. The sub-
committee will report back to the EMPC via a spokesperson or written summary.
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Report to the Municipality of Casselman Council
The Emergency Management Program Committee shall report to Council through the
Committee minutes or as deemed necessary by the Committee for submission.

Frequency of Meetings
The meetings of the Committee shall consist of two (2) per year or at the call of the
Chairperson.

Conflicts of Interest

Members shall abide by the rules outlined in the Municipal Conflict of Interest Act and
shall disclose the pecuniary interest to the Chair and leave the meeting for the duration
of the discussion and voting (if any) with respect to that matter.

Location of Meetings
The location of the meetings will be set by the Committee.

Budget
Funds for the Emergency Management Program Committee, including training, are

included in the budget for Emergency Planning.

Purchasing Policy
All Committees have purchasing responsibilities and shall follow the Municipality
Procurement Policy.

Activities and Responsibilities

1) Develop, implement and maintain an emergency response plan as required by the
Emergency Management and Civil Protection Act, 2002.

2) ldentify and assess the various hazards and risks to public safety that could give
rise to emergencies.

3) Ensure the development and coordination of emergency supplementary plans and
emergency response plans based on the Municipality hazard and risk analysis.

4) Identify the facilities and other elements of the infrastructure that are at risk of being
affected by emergencies, assist in the development and the review of a list of
identified critical infrastructure.

5) Assist in training programs and exercises for the Municipal Emergency Control
Group (MECG), employees of the municipality and other persons with respect to
the provision of necessary services and the procedures to be followed in
emergency response and recovery activities.

6) Support awareness and public education programs on hazards and risks to public
safety.

7) Address any other element required by the standards for emergency management
programs as set under Section 14, Emergency Management and Civil Protection
Act, 2002, c.14 s. 14. And Ont. Regulation 380/04

8) Conduct an annual review of the emergency management program and make
recommendations for corrective actions and improvements as necessary.

BEING A BY-LAW TO CONFIRM CERTAIN PROCEEDINGS OF COUNCIL OF THE
MUNICIPALITY OF CASSELMAN FOR ITS REGULAR MEETING HELD August 27t", 2019.

WHEREAS under Section 8 of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.0. 2001, c.25, as amended, the powers
of a municipality shall be interpreted broadly to enable it to govern its affairs as it considers
appropriate and to enhance the municipality’s ability to respond to municipal issues;

And WHEREAS under Section 9 of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.0. 2001, c.25, as amended, a
municipality has the capacity, rights, powers and privileges of a natural person for the purpose of
exercising its authority under this or any other Act;

And WHEREAS under Section 11 (1) of the Municipal Act, 2001, S.0. 2001, c.25, as amended, a
lower-tier municipality may provide any service or thing that the municipality considers necessary
or desirable for the public, subject to the rules set out in subsection (4);

And WHEREAS it is the desire of the Council of The Municipality of Casselman to confirm
proceedings and By-laws.

NOW THEREFORE the Council of The Municipality of Casselman hereby enacts the following as a
by-law:

1. That the action of the Council at its meetings held on August 27t, 2019 with respect to each
recommendation, by-law and resolution and other action passed and taken or direction given
by Council at its said meeting, is, except where the prior approval of the Ontario Municipal
Board is required, hereby adopted, ratified and confirmed.

2. That the Mayor, or in his absence the presiding officer of Council, and the proper officials of the
municipality are hereby authorized and directed to do all things necessary to give effect to the
said action or to obtain approvals where required, and except where otherwise provided, the
Mayor, or in his absence the presiding officer, and the Clerk and Deputy Clerk are hereby
directed to execute all documents required by statute to be executed by them, as may be
necessary in that behalf and to affix the corporate seal of the municipality to all such
documents.

READ A FIRST, SECOND and THIRD TIME and FINALLY PASSED this 27t day of August
